A new poll from The Dominion Institute (PDF) shows large difference
among young voters in Quebec and the rest of Canada. A national study
of voters aged 18-25 and conducted by Innovative Research Group
shows:

« Conservatives gaining in the rest of Canada (outside Quebec) but out of
contention among young Quebecers.

« Young Canadians are more interested in their own election than the
American election, but they know they like Democrat candidate Barack
Obama.

« The environment (27%) and education (25%) are the most important
issues in this election for young voters. The economy (17%) and health
(15%) make up a second tier, while no other issue is higher than 4%.

« There is a tight three-way race for the votes of young Canadians, with
POPULAR the Liberals holding a small lead nationwide.
